How to say any Number!
Simply read each three digit number (called a period) and then say the name of the space after each period.  Only say “AND” when you come to a decimal.  Read the decimal parts of the number as a complete number on its own, saying the name of the last digit’s value at the end. 
   Example #1:  167 432  
       One hundred sixty-seven THOUSAND four hundred thirty-two

   Example #2:   34 522 728.61

Thirty-four MILLION five hundred twenty-two THOUSAND 
seven hundred twenty-eight AND sixty-one hundredths.
   Example #3:  6 000 933.9

       Six MILLION nine hundred thirty-three (there are no THOUSANDS) AND nine tenths.
